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Virtual Enterprise Hotel Etiquette

Business etiquette is necessary to have a successful trade fair.  If you can demonstrate good etiquette, you will establish an excellent reputation for Virtual Enterprise and the hotels will enjoy working with your school in the future.  Here is a list of simple rules you should follow when during a conference.

Lobby and Hotel Behavior:  Please remember to dress appropriately at all times when out of your hotel room.  We represent all high school students to hotel guests so please do not wear pajamas, sweats, or swim attire in the public areas of the hotel.  Please remember to refrain from using curse words in the public areas of the hotel, lobby and elevator as well.

Follow the Virtual Enterprise Curfew:  By following the curfew, the hotel security and teachers will be able to recognize any individuals who are not following the Virtual Enterprise conduct code.  If you are not in your room at curfew you could be excused from the conference.  
Courtesy to Non Virtual Enterprise guests:  The hotels will have guests who are not involved in Virtual Enterprise.  It is very important to treat these guests with respect and courtesy.  The hotel does not want to taint its reputation because of your behavior.  Remember repeat clientele is important to any business.  If the hotel does not approve of your behavior, Virtual Enterprise might not be invited back.

Non-Virtual Enterprise visitors:  People not associated with Virtual Enterprise are not allowed to be involved with the conference (this does not include parents, chaperones, facilitators, or judges).  You are required to wear your name badge at all times.  This will help hotel security and Advisors to identify anyone who does not belong at the conference.  Persons who are at the conference who do not belong will be asked to leave.

Opposite sex in hotel rooms:  If you have a visitor in your room of the opposite sex, the door to the room must be open the entire time you are visiting.

Balconies and Second Story Rooms:  Do not attempt to travel from one room to another by using the balconies and or windows.  This is very dangerous and you can put yourself at risk.  If you are jumping from one balcony to another or one window to another you will be excused from the conference.

Elevator Usage:  Please follow the guidelines for the number of people per elevator.  If you exceed the weight limit the elevator will malfunction and become stuck between floors.  It can take hours to get the elevators working again.  Do you want to be stuck in an elevator with 20 people for 2 hours?  These elevators are not amusement park rides.  This is a hazardous situation; do not put yourself into it.

Dance floor Rules:  We are attending a professional conference so the dance should be handled the same way as well.  Please have fun but be aware that the D.J. is instructed to stop the music if appropriate dancing is witnessed.

Closing metal hotel doors:  Have your students show you that they can close a metal door without letting it slam shut.
