Sales/Marketing/IT (Pop-Up Advertisement) Week 3

Day 1

 Pop-up ads are a form of online advertising on the Web intended to attract web traffic.  They are usually separate windows that contain the ad.

Sometimes these pop-ups are loaded when the page is loaded.  Others are set by timer to appear later after the page loads.

Many users want to block pop-ups.  They’re a number of ways to accomplish this.

Internet Explorer has a way to block pop-ups under Tools and Internet Options.

You can add websites to allow popups, play a sound when a pop-up is blocked and to show information about the blocked popup

Goggle also has an icon on the tool bar to block pop-ups

Experiment with the icon.  It toggles back and forth between blocking and not blocking

There is also an option button that offers additional choices

Many sites use pop-ups to display information without disrupting the page that is currently open.

If you were in the middle of filling in a form, you certainly would not want to have that information erased while still working on it if a new form was loaded.

A pop-up could give additional information or guidance in filling out the form

This is the type of pop-up window we will focus on in our studies.

Open the template for this project and list it out in notepad; Angel Bakery1.html
After it opens, click on View, the Source.  It will load into notepad.   Print it out.

This example is a web site for a bakery.  The pop-up is included in the form. and pops-up when the control key is held down and the cursor is dragged over the picture of the angel.

By holding down the Control Key you bypass the pop-up blocker.  By dragging the pointer over the picture you open the popup window. 

You will want to use your own company's web site.  Decide which page the pop-up will go on and then proceed.

Turn in a sketch showing your page with the popup information.

Day 2

Let's look at the code to make the page.

We are going to code your page today

You see in the listing the usual HTML tags in the beginning

There is a line telling the browser that we will be using JavaScript.

The next five lines contain the function to open the pop-op

A.  First is the function name - displayPopup()

B.  The (marks the beginning of the function.

C.  The window. Open is the command to open the popup picture file named popup2.jpg

D.  You can then specify the height and width of the window, toolbars, directories, menu bars and the ability to resize or not.

E.  Watch the punctuation carefully when working with this line.

F.  The right curly brace, "}" ends the function.

End the script tag next.

Body can specify background color if you wish

Select font face color and size.

This form is the order form page for a bakery.  You can see it contains a place for name address, etc and products ordered.

Our goal here is have a popup display when the user passes the mouse pointer over the picture of the angel

The img file is specified along with font name color and size for the text that appears on the screen

Instructions are necessary for the user to initiate the Pop-up.

By holding down the CTRL key and dragging the mouse pointer over the picture, the popup appears without disturbing the information already entered on the page,

The Control Key goes around the popup blocker.

If you do not use the control key, make sure that the popup blocker is turned off in Windows or Browser's tool bar.

The onmouseover command calls the function, displayPopup()

Use any picture file for the popup for now

Demonstrate the way the page works to your Vp and instructor

Day 3

Today we will create the popup window

To create the popup window itself, use Microsoft's Paint, Photoshop or other photo editing software.  See banner-advertising unit above on how to create this ad in Paint.

The rest of the page is the order form

Turn in a listing of the page and demonstrate it to you instructor.

Day 4

Experiment with different fonts, colors, and actions.

You may want to have the user to click the icon, double click the icon, use keypress, onmouse down, onmouseout , onmouse up, etc

You may want to change the size of the popup, add scrollbars, etc.

Turn in a new listing with your changes

Day 5

Before you start, make sure that the popup blocker software on the browser and in Internet Explorer are disabled

Today let's look briefly at a popup web page that is loaded after a short delay.

It is triggered when the original page loads

Double-click Angel Bakery7.html 

After it loads click on View and then Source, and printout out the listing.

I found the JavaScript code at "The JavaScript Source", Editor Ronnie T. Moore and modified it slightly and inserted it into the HTML code for the Bakery.

The same HTML tags are present in the beginning

Right after the script tag we set a variable of closetime to zero

There are two JavaScript functions.  One is nested in the other and called from it.

The first function is called in the body onload function.  The function is called "TimedPopUP()" 

Let's examine this function first.  Remember the curly braces encompass the actual function

First we want to key in the URL for the popup site.  This is the actual web page address of the window that you want to have pop up.  

When using this kind of advertising, the popup ad should have something in common with the original page.

As you can see I chose a bakery that advertises a catering company.

This catering company is located in Goleta, CA and we have used them a numerous occasions

Next we define the size of the popup window using height and width.  Experiment with these number to obtain the desired result

Next we specify the delay time.  Experiment with this number to increase or decrease the amount of time that passes between the loading of the original page and the popup window.

The next line starts the timer.

The middle part of the line, enclosed in parentheses, calls the function above, which sets the size of the popup window.

The last part of the line multiplies the delay variable by milliseconds

Looking at the function called Start(URL, HEIGHT, WIDTH) parameters are set for the size and characteristics of the window, they are contained in the variable called winowprops

The next line actually opens the popup window

The next line has to do with closing the window

Turn in a listing of this popup advertisement to your VP and instructor
