Information Technology Department (Web Site) Week 1 

Using the materials that you printed out we are gong to prepare lesson plans  (Department Templates) for this project.

Timeline for the project is 7 weeks.  There is no workflow on the VE Web Site for this project so I have 

tried to layout a workable format for this assignment.  The lesson plans are for a department of three, The VP and two web design assistants.

Teacher gives printout of this week's lesson plans (Department Templates) and blank project logs, for 

each employee in the Information Technology Department and to CEO.  CEO gives material to VP of Information 

Technology VP distributes the workload among department employees.  Each employee fills in their own log with assignments given by the VP.

Meet with department staff to inform them about project.

Each member should create a style and layout template to be used in all pages.

Your instructor printed out material that will help you in your job.  They all pertain on how to create web 

pages: JavaScript Shopping Cart, Mail To Order Form, Presentation Software and Teacher Assignments Web Page, HTML Tags.  Use them all as a resource.

A template has been created for you called style.css.

 To get this file follow these steps

Click in the text area box above

Hold down the left mouse button 

Drag mouse down to end of text

Click Edit

Click Copy

Or use CTRL C for Copy

Open Notepad

Edit

Paste

Or CTRL V for Paste

Save your file.  Call it style.css 

Load the file into Notepad to see how it was coded.

 The purpose of this fie is to keep all your web pages consistent as to colors headlines, text, font faces 

and listings. The style file is linked to a file called style.css. The other file is called test.html. When the test file is loaded into the browser, the style file changes the test.html file's appearance based on the specifications in the style file.  

For example, when the browser sees the paragraph tag,<P>, the color of the text will be green font, 

Times New Roman and aligned at the left. 

 The background color of the body of text will be wheat..  Notice that the variable, background, and its 

property, wheat, are enclosed between  the left curly brace, {, and the right curly brace }.  The 

variable and its value are separated by a “:”.

 Each time the html file sees the <Body> tag it will make the background the color of wheat.

 Save the style file and the test file to a work area of your computer.

 Double-click on the test.html file to see how the style modifies its contents.

Follow these steps to get a copy of the test file

After the file loads, Click on VIEW

Click on SOURCE

Click on EDIT

Click on SELECT ALL

Click on EDIT

Click on COPY

Open Notepad

Click on EDIT

Click on PASTE

Save the file using an .html extension<BR>

 Most all of the HTML tags come in pairs like <HTML> and </HTML>.  These two 

tags must always begin and end a web-page document.  If you are using commercial software to produce theses tags, load the file into Notepad and you will see these tags.

 Web pages have head, title, headline, body, paragraph and many other tags.  The beginning tag does not contain the backward slash- the ending one does.

The line in the test file that states <LINK REL = STYLESHEET TYPE ="txt/css" HREF=”style.css”> 

HREF="style.css”> is the line that calls up the style file.

 The H1, H2, H3 are headline tags and create headline type text.  The OL and UL deal with lists. By looking at the test file you can see how they work. 

 Make a change in the style file and see how it affects the test file.  Remember the style file has a".css"extension, the test file".html".

Save it.  Just click Save.  If creating a new HTML page, in Notepad, you must add the.html extension to the name of the file.

Decide on <A href="fonts.doc">Fonts</A> - colors and size. There are many fonts.  Make sure you use only ones that are readable.

Decide on colors and faces for headlines H1, H2, H3

Decide when to use unordered lists, or ordered lists   font face, sizes and colors

Place your company logo on test page.  See line that says, <IMG = “surfer.jpg” Height=150 WIDTH=100>

Each department member should make their own template called, STYLE.css and a TEST.html file. Save that page using ".html" as a file extension when saving web pages in Notepad.

Decide on background  for all pages.  Colors can be written or listed in the RED, GREEN, BLUE codes.  For example black is 00 00 00.

Some sites use a background graphic that in most cases is a .jpg picture format or gif format.  The 

graphic usually is reduced in size to 100 pixels by 150, for example then repeated to make the background. 

Use a photo-editing program to reduce and soften the picture if needed.  There are a number of backgrounds in this tutorial: Lambswool.jpg, Nature.jpg, paper-linen.jpg, etc.

If you want to see how backgrounds work instead of colors, just replace the body tag in the existing 

style.css file with this one listed here: 

 BODY {background-image: url(Lambswool.jpg); background-repeat: attribute; }

 Parts of the HTML code in the test file can be hidden These pair of tags are called, comment tags. To 

have HTML code ignored, begin with <!-- put in the code that you do not want seen 

and end with -- >.   To see code, and have it execute, just remove the 

<!--;   and the -- > I make liberal use of comment codes in the Notepad listings in the test file, describing what the lines do.

 At the end of the week a department meeting should be scheduled to look at each person's work and 

decide on the style for the company web site.

 Printout your test file and style file and turn them in with your progress log for the week

 VP of Technology should decide who is going to host your site.  If you want on-line ordering consider a 

private web hosting company that can support form-mailing with its CGI scripts.

 Get approval on style from VP of Technology and CEO.

 I created a style sheet for Wipeout Surf Apparel called, style.css that works with the file called test.html

 Style sheets can be loaded into other sheets to describe these formats.
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
