Impulse entertainment planned to achieve $2,000,000 in sales in this fiscal year which would be 17% increase. Impulse planed to discontinue its less profitable packages and offer just its most popular and economically worthwhile. These expectations were not met. Impulse had missed its projections by 1.5 million dollars.

The Break Even point is based solely on the average of the possible packages. This year, Impulse has decided to focus more attention on the packages making the highest profit, and less on the packages that are not as profitable.  Impulse’s most profitable package is also Impulse’s most expensive package.  This means Impulse wouldn’t have to sell as many parties per month in order to make a profit.  The break-even point is at 840 packages or about $521,100.00. Impulse plans to break-even during the beginning of April due to the cyclical nature of our income. Impulse entertainment planned to achieve $2,000,000 in sales in this fiscal year which would be 17% increase. Impulse had missed its projections by 1.5 million dollars. This was due to the lack of focus and ambition to sale our packages. Because of the lack of ambition and focus to sell we have chosen to close Impulse. The administration team has thought thoroughly about this decision to shut down Impulse.
