Getting Started Week 2

Company Idea Presentations and VOTE.  It really comes down to the one with the best presentation.  If kids are working on an idea they are interested, they will work to "sell" it.

Day 2: 

· Discuss and vote to get your choices down to the top 2 ideas, and then let the students hash it out with ideas for trade shows, possible local business partners, etc.

· Company Name:  Discuss and vote.  It is helpful to have each group include possible name and slogan ideas in their presentations so you have some ideas to begin with.  

· Company names are needed to come up with passwords.

· Important, email that final company name to VEC Office and send the Memo of Understanding and Email Permission forms signed by parents.

· Let's start getting those kids employed!
· Let's come up with your company chart of positions.  There are samples of Company Organization Charts at 
· Sample Organization Charts
· Take one of the charts and write it up on the board and let your students tweak it to make it work better for their type of company.

· For example, two of my companies needed more than one IT department.

· I would also include an Event Planner/Face book/Fundraising department.

· That department helps organize the trade shows, grand openings, open houses, helps raise money for travel.

· There is a terrific set of "Job Descriptions" link with salaries at

· You can add additional ones if you need to, but you do not have to reinvent the wheel.

Day 4 and Day 5
