Message on Bay Area Trade Fair Deadline/Info from Polly Farina, Event Coordinator

PRIORITY BOOTH REGISTRATION DEADLINE:  JANUARY 31
Deadline for priority registration is next Monday, January 31st.  Registrations received after the 31st will be accepted on a space-available basis.  If you are coming, please fax your registration to Polly NOW (707-429-1360).  Don't wait until you have the check or PO in hand.  If you are sure you are coming, fax that registration.  Booth numbers will be assigned February 7.
REMEMBER, you must be registered for the trade fair by February 4th to enter the mail-in competitions.  
 
MAIL IN COMPETITION DEADLINE:  MUST BE RECEIVED BY FEBRUARY 4
Please get those in the mail so they are received by February 4.  Last year a couple schools missed out because their entries didn't arrive until Monday after the deadline, even though they sent it overnight mail.  No matter when you send the entries, if they aren't RECEIVED by the 4th, they will not be opened.  All entries are going to be distributed to judges on Saturday, Feb 5, so no later entries will be accepted.  
 
HOTEL DEADLINE:  FEBRUARY 11
we have expanded the Sunday night hotel block for the VE rate. However, the rate expires on February 11 so be sure to get your reservations in before the 11th.  If you make reservations before the 11th but are told the rate is not available, please email me immediately so I can try to get the block expanded again.  No guarantees, but I'll try.
